	Follow the Leader
“Once upon a time, there was a man who had two sons…” is a common biblical refrain.  We need only think of such stories as Cain and Abel (Gen 4:1-16), Ishmael and Isaac (Gen 21-1-20), Esau and Jacob (Gen 25:25-34;27:1-46).  More often than not these stories involve a younger son tricking his older brother out of winning God’s favour (in the case of Abel), his father’s blessing (in isaac’s case), or the family inheritance (as Jacob did).
This Sunday we hear another such story of a father and two sons (Lk 15:11-32).  Inaccurately named the parable of the “Prodigal Son”, this story also involves the younger son dissipating the family inheritance with prejudice to his older brother.  In terms of the world of two thousand years ago, this story has more to do with a father who acts in an untypical way-he is “the prodigal father”.
In Ancient Mediterranean societies, not to act in accord with family expectations and customs was to cause shame, not only upon one’s self, but upon one’s whole family.  Families that did not maintain solidarity with their neighbours were quickly ostracised and marginalised.  The family members involved in this story were involved in something socially outrageous.
Take the following points.  The younger son’s demand for his share of the family inheritance amounts to a declaration of his father’s death.  The older son compounds the insult when he silently accepts his own share of his father’s wealth.  And, the father, incredibly, gives in to all of this without demur.

As Luke’s Gospel presents him, Jesus challenges contemporary sensibilities about honour and shame.  Against all expectations, the family patriarch welcomes his wayward son home and reinstates him.  He even tries to shield the Prodigal from the ire of the villagers and attempts to patch things up with the older son.  But these efforts tend to make the father ridiculous in the eyes of his people.

The parable ends with the father’s reply to the objections of his older son: “But we had to celebrate and rejoice because this brother of yours was dead and has come to life; he was lost and has been found”.  How this father deals with the situation is held up as the example of Christian behaviour.  The father could have gone the route of beating the Prodigal to set an example.  He could have punished the elder son for his insults.  But he did not.

Like the father in Jesus’ parable, Christians are called to be counter-cultural and self-sacrificing in the pursuit of salvation for all.  Paul, in today’s second reading, tells us that we are part of a “new creation” 
(2 Cor 5:17). That implies the emergence of a new society that no longer views others from the perspective of human expectations.  Christian families and Christian communities, therefore, should not blindly conform to human expectations.  They are called to be ambassadors for Christ (2 Cor 5:20), offering forgiveness and refuge to all-even if this outreach is treated with contempt.

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4TH SUNDAY OF LENT

Vannak, 17, and his family live in Andong Village, the largest slum in Cambodia. Home to approximately 8,000 people, Andong was established in 2006 when the inhabitants were driven from their homes to make way for development.
When he was 15, Vannak left school to support his family. Around the same time, in the hopes of achieving a better life, his parents had borrowed money. So every week he would give most of his 12,000 Riels (US$3) a day earnings to them.
Although he was helping his family, Vannak felt a sense of hopelessness and knew that he could end up in a youth gang, passing time by drinking alcohol and gambling.

“Adults thought I was useless ... However they sometimes praised me as a good boy because I was helping my parents to pay off their debt.”

When he heard about the Youth Empowerment Project (YEP), which is run by Caritas Australia partner, Youth for Peace, Vannak decided to give it a go. Designed to provide life skills and vocational training such as handicrafts, gardening and small business, the goal of YEP is to increase youth employment, as well as build a sense of responsibility and solidarity.

At first, Vannak wasn’t focused on learning; he was so hungry that what he most looked forward to was eating the food provided! However it didn’t take long for his hunger to grow for something else – learning; in particular silk screen printing and gardening.
