	The GOOD IN ALL OF US
The story of Jesus being tested by Satan is narrated in the gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke.  It portrays Jesus’ victory in his confrontation with Satan at the beginning of his ministry.  It tells us the kingdom of God has won over the kingdom of darkness.
The most important message of the story is that Jesus knows how to rely on God’s Word to defeat the dark world.  Jesus resists all the temptations of Satan by quoting Scripture and acting in accord with it.

The claim of the gospel is that the words God has spoken in the Bible provide enough strength for us to stand firm in the battle against the evils we meet in our lives.  To listen to the Word and act on it is part of our dignity as God’s children.  Jesus insists that a truly human life must be nourished by the Word of God.
He wants his Christian communities to think about him as a victorious figure who triumphed over the dark world by using the power of the Word of God alone.  St Paul says strongly to the Ephesians, the Word of God is a “sword of the Spirit” in the fight against temptation.

Pope Francis, in his apostolic exhortation, The joy of the Gospel, says that Christian life has to be centred on the Word of God.  God’s Word, listened to and celebrated, nourishes and inwardly strengthens Christians, enabling them to offer an authentic witness to the gospel in daily life.

The temptations of Jesus are recounted as an encouragement for us.  Jesus comes to humanity, not to live on some higher level than the human, but to join an authentic human life even in its vulnerability, in order to guide us away from the darkness of our lives.  He brings us God’s Word and he himself is the Word of God.  Our challenge is to learn to listen to God’s Word, and to make it the source of our lives.  We are all tempted in different ways.  We have temptations, failures and weaknesses in our lives every now and then.  They come in many forms and are not easy visitors.  And sometimes we feel that we can’t face them or are not able to fight against them.  We need to face them honestly and Lent is the right season: acknowledging our temptations and seeking God’s guidance.

We need to ask ourselves; do we really use God’s Word as an ultimate weapon to fight against our darkness?  Do we willingly come to seek God’s guidance in the Scriptures, to see what God is really saying to us?  Do we honestly let the Word of God speak to us and intervene in our lives?

Jesus finds the strength to overcome his temptations by acting according to the words of the Scriptures.  May we all find the same strength to allow God’s Word to give direction and meaning to our lives.

Thandolwayo Zimbabwe
Life in her village in north western Zimbabwe 

wasn’t easy for 12 year old Thandolwayo

Thandolwayo lives with her grandparents and attends the local school which has just 35 students.

Every morning Thandolwayo would walk seven kilometres and risked being attacked by crocodiles as she collected contaminated water for her family.  She’d then go to school feeling exhausted.
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Thandolwayo’s  grandparents sell pearl millet bran to fishermen and farmers for animal feed.  They also sell chickens – but the income it brings isn’t enough to support the family.

Thandolwayo’s hope to be a nurse seemed almost impossible to realise, until Caritas Hwange helped the village to install two solar powered pumps and two 10,000 litre water storage tanks.  The pumps draw the water up from the river to the storage tanks.

Thanks to Caritas’ support, water is now on tap in the village, benefitting the whole community and Thandolwayo can concentrate on her education.

The plentiful water supply has also triggered new ventures.  Water is being used to mould bricks for building houses and to pound maize to sell.  Plans are underway to establish a community garden and a fish pond, to generate a better income.
