	For the sake of the Good News
“With me, bear the hardships for the sake of the Good News, relying on the power of God…”  These opening words from today’s second reading from the second letter of St Paul to Timothy remind me of the life of a very special Redemptorist missionary.  
Dominik Trcka was born in the Czech Republic on July 6, 1886.  He entered the Redemptorists in 1902, was professed in 1904 and ordained in Prague in 1910.  
From the beginning of his priesthood, Dominik preached missions.  During the First World War he showed special pastoral care to Croatian, Slovene and Ruthenian refugees.  In 1919 in answer to his request to work with the Byzantine (Eastern) Catholic Church, Dominik was sent to Lviv to work among the Byzantine Catholic faithful.  He learned their language and at that time took the name ‘Methodius’.  During the Second World War, the Slovak State suspected the Redemptorists of anti-government propaganda.  As superior, Dominik was the main suspect, so to save the community he resigned, but continued to faithfully and tirelessly serve the people and the Church.  
Dominik’s work to spread the Good News of Christ made him a target and brought him into direct conflict with the Communist regime’s aim to reduce the role of religion in people’s lives.  Sermons preached by Dominik and the Redemptorists were reported to local authorities, and their communities were searched.  No anti-government propaganda was ever found, but in 1949 the Communists suppressed the local Redemptorists and seized their assets.  On April 13, 1950 all the Redemptorists were taken to concentration camps, to be interrogated and tortured.  Other prisoners said that to protect his fellow Redemptorists, Dominik would take the blame and calmly endure torture.  
Dominik was labelled an ‘enemy of the state’ and after a mock trial on charges of espionage and high treason he was sentenced to 12 years in prison.  He endured despite ill health, trusting in God and doing His will.  At Christmas in 1958, Dominik was caught singing a carol and condemned to solitary confinement where he contracted pneumonia and eventually died in his own cell on March 23, 1959.  
In 1990 after the fall of communism Dominik’s name was cleared, so the state in effect accepted responsibility for his unjust imprisonment, sentencing and death.  
Methodius Dominik Trcka, with the support of prayer and relying on the power of God, faced with courage and determination the suffering, hardships and humiliation he had to bear on account of the Good News.  Pope John Paul II proclaimed him to be “Blessed” Methodius Dominik on November 4, 2001 for his generous and courageous service of the Good News and the Byzantine Church, which ultimately led to his martyrdom.  Like Dominik, wherever life takes us and whatever hardships come our way, may we bear them for the sake of proclaiming the Good News, always relying on the power and grace of God which have been granted to us in Christ Jesus.
