	Passing Through Death
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Easter is indeed the feast of all feasts, for on this day we celebrate the mystery that lies at the heart of our faith.  We celebrate Jesus passing through the valley of death to abundant new life.  Because of his resurrection, death has no power over him or over us.  His resurrection is the promise of ours. As the Apostle Paul says, Jesus is the first fruit.  In other words, in him is found the promise for the whole harvest, which is the resurrection of all, when God will be all in all.  Because of his resurrection, life is changed, but not ended, by death.  This is the great paschal mystery which we celebrate this Easter day, and indeed on every Sunday, for every Sunday is a “little Easter.”
By no means were his disciples expecting Jesus to rise from the dead.  We can imagine their sense of utter devastation after the horror of his torture and crucifixion.  They were terrified that maybe they were next in line for execution.  Such was the efficiency of the Roman Empire that any likely rebels were brutally put to death.  We can imagine the grief-stricken women, then Peter and the beloved disciple, coming to visit the tomb and the shock of finding it open, the stone rolled away, and the body gone.  The empty tomb of itself is no proof of the resurrection.  The proof came a little later in the many encounters of the various disciples with the risen Lord, seeing him, touching him, talking and eating with him.  These were no mere visions, but the experience of his very real bodily presence with them.
It is the mystery of the Lord’s rising to new life after passing through death that we celebrate today.  Jesus’ resurrection is the promise that our death is actually the passage to new and everlasting life.

We live by faith, not by sight.  None of us has seen the risen Lord.  We trust in the testimony of those who did see Jesus after his resurrection.  We trust all the saints and holy ones who have gone before us in a great cloud of witnesses.
