	Mysterious Easter
The resurrection of Jesus stands at the heart of the Easter celebrations.  The story of Jesus’ resurrection forms the central core of the Christian faith.  However, for Jesus’ disciples, the events surrounding that first Easter were perplexing and mysterious.

The two gospel records of the resurrection from which we draw our gospel readings for the Vigil and Easter Sunday morning offer two quite different accounts.  In Mark’s version, Jesus does not appear at all, except in two later endings to Mark.  The tomb stands empty and a young man clothed in white commands the women to carry a message to Jesus’ disciples that they are to return to Galilee where they will “see him” (16:7).
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John’s Gospel has two sets of stories.  The first involves the empty tomb and an initial apparition of Jesus to Mary Magdalene (Jn 20:1-18), 
followed by others to the Eleven, including the famous exchange with “doubting Thomas” (Jn 20:19-30).  The second set of stories is situated in Galilee.  These were added later and consist primarily of a significant scene beside the “Sea of Tiberius” where Peter is commissioned to “feed [Jesus’] sheep” (21:1-23).

The conflicting nature of these traditions suggests these events were clouded in mystery and ecstatic fervour; with multiple apparitions in Galilee, as Mark (16:7) implies and John (21:1-23) testifies; and, later, in Jerusalem where Peter and the disciples continued to experience further enigmatic encounters with the risen Jesus (Jn 20:11-29; cf. Lk 24:13-49; Acts 1:3-5; 1 Cor 15:5-11).

Paul indicates that these first witnesses saw Jesus’ resurrection as the first fruit of the anticipated end-time event of the general resurrection of the dead (1 Co 6:14; 15:12-23; 1 Th 4:13-18; Rm 8:11; cf. Lk 14:14) – a portent of the future reign of God upon the earth.

Of course, the first followers of Jesus were not content to sit and wait for Jesus’ return; they were empowered by the experience of the resurrection to go forth to “the ends of the earth”
(Acts 1:8) and tell others of what had happened.  We are the heirs of their vision and faith.  While we live in anticipation of our resurrection, we too are called to proclaim hope in the coming reign of God by gathering here as Church, and by lives lived in kindness and charity to others.
