	The teacher within
‘Whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister and mother.’  The words of Jesus in today’s gospel refer to the call of love at the very core of our being.  When Jesus talks about doing the will of God, the God he speaks of is one who wishes to bring us into a place of peace.

From time to time we might ask ourselves ‘How do I know if I’m on the right path, and in tune with God?’  Even the great 20th century mystic Thomas Merton realised that, when he thought he was following God’s will, it didn’t always mean he was actually doing so.

Perhaps the first step towards an answer to the question is to stop rushing and allow God to centre us.  We might discover that the way we are living is just scratching the surface of the deeper life that God is calling us to, and that we are made for.  Today’s reading from Corinthians asks us to reflect on our ‘inner nature’ and on ‘what cannot be seen’.
For some of us, it takes real courage to sit still in God’s presence and go into that inner place.  Yet, in spiritual matters, the true teacher will always be the teacher within.  The God whose will we seek will speak in the silence within us.  We have probably all experienced how the answers we look for never come when our mind is busy, rather they come when the mind is still.  Our quiet, reflective times have the potential to reveal God’s will to us as nothing else can.
Inevitably, sometimes we find ourselves in situations that are difficult, frustrating or confusing.  How do we handle those times?  Do we stop long enough to hear God saying to us?  ‘Don’t rely only on yourself.  Walk with me, trust me to be with you.’  St Ignatius believed that a key way to know if we are doing God’s will is to check on our peacefulness.

There are times when we may be concerned about our decisions, and whether they are the right ones.  But if we experience a sense of deep peace, that is a good indicator that we are in tune with God.  Only our deepest self will know the truth of this.  The inner peace is one of the great blessings of life.  If we are at peace, we will bring peace wherever we go.  WE will create ripples in the lives of those we meet.

St Augustine and many other wonderful Christian teachers would have us return to our hearts and seek God within, if we are serious about wanting to do God’s will in our lives.  it is the journey inwards that matters most.  Let us not waste our lives searching for God in all the wrong places.  Meister Ekhart, one of the great mystics, tells us that God is ‘no further than the door of your heart.’
